Patch Program

The “My Family Loves Girl Scouting Patch Program” was developed by Service Unit 112 (Coppell, Texas) to stimulate and reward family involvement in our local Girl Scouting program.

REQUIREMENTS:  To obtain the patch a girl must have at least one adult register with her troop.  This registered adult must perform a service to the troop or Service Unit Team on at least four occasions between May of last year and April of this year.  Anyone serving in choices #1 and #2 listed below is considered to have met the patch requirements. 

CHOICES OF SERVICE INCLUDE:


1.   Serve as a troop leader, assistant leader or co-leader.

2.   Be a member of the Service Unit Team.

3.   Provide transportation for troop outings and/or meetings.

4.   Serve as the Troop Cookie Manager

5.   Assist with a troop project or special activity.

6.   Care for the leaders’ children during training or troop functions.

7.   Assist with paper work or record keeping.

8.   Locate resource people for a troop program.

9.   Accompany the troop on an outdoor activity (camp-out, cook-out, hike).

10.   Share a skill, talent, or hobby with the troop or Service Unit.

11.   Take part in an inter-troop, service team, or council activity or event.

12.   Act as a troop public-relations liaison.

13.   Help at an area day camp.

14.   Help provide babysitting for a Service Unit leaders’ meeting.

15.   Help with troop telephoning or newsletter.

16.   Help with or contribute to Tejas Council’s Family Partnership 

   (fund raising) campaign.

WHAT IF AN ADULT HAS MORE THAN ONE GIRL IN GIRL SCOUTING?
The adult should register with only one troop.  A registered Girl Scout may receive credit for any combination of four activities completed.  The four activities may be divided among or between sibling Girl Scouts or the four activities may be conducted with only one of the girls. In either case, al sibling Girl Scouts are entitled to receive a patch.

WHAT IF TWO ADULTS REGISTER WITH ONE CHILD?
If two adults register with one child, they may share the needed four activities.  Example:  One adult could perform 3 services and the other 1 service.

AWARDING THE PATCH
The first year, a 2” x 3” My Family Loves Girl Scouting patch is awarded.  In subsequent years, an embroidered “heart” is presented.  When a girl progresses to the next program age level, she may opt to received another 2” x 3” patch for her new uniform.

Patches will also be available to the adults who have performed the services.

Troop leaders will decide when and how to award the patches to troop members.  They can be awarded individually after completion of requirements or as a group in an awards ceremony.

These awards are to be worn on the back of the sash or vest.
